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Between the lines ... 

Art is a love affair. The artist cultivates love with all its pitfalls such as narcissism, self-conceit or social 
unadaptability. These contextualizations carry within themselves a mysterious undertone. Beauty 
viewed as ultimate perfection is inaccessible, the muse is the bridge to its probable access. Some 
part of the artist is always active, every instant includes a re-imagination of whatever world is 
surrounding him at that moment. Sometimes representations announce a permanently changed 
world over the artist's oblivious head. There is at times a continuous flow of languages over images. 
The joy of creation and the terror of creating inadequately are both captured in the artists 
canvas. In the highly sophisticated Indian tradition of the visual arts, artists are extremely prolific 
and erudite in taste. They have a natural instinct for art which has passed down through 
generations of artisans and craftsmen. Bharat Bedi and his art is no exception. His elaborate visual 
representations through oil paintings have added to the linear framework of the image and 
extending depth of the image in creating the illusion of spatial depth. The focus is on the artistic 
expression and narrative storytelling. Bedi uses the age old theory as quoted in the Chitrasutra of 
the Visnudharmottara Purana, he uses the figure in a manner in which he captures movement, 
facial expressions, attributes and creates a strong imagery which can be read and interpreted as 
a language of expression. Physical space was suggestive and abstract in form building up an 
environment for the audience. His work at times seems decorative, symbolic and incidental. 
Many of his frames have arrested action. Progression in time is put aside, and the emotive 
moment is build up by using vibrant hues. His art is narrative and accentuates a moment as in a 
soliloquy. A closer look at some frames opens a new dimension which is speculative, shifting and 
interpretative. The artist uses a range of colours and creates the most aesthetically pleasing 
results. Bharats' art requires the viewer to critically analyse and reflect upon his personal 
understanding of the aesthetics of art.
